The Kaczuchy Dziennikarskie Foundation is 
planning to run a four-hour workshop.

• What specific systemic measures are you planning (in Poland and Germany) to 
incorporate practical media education and fact-checking into the standard school 
curriculum?

• How does the public administration intend to support local, independent journalistic 
organisations that safeguard the quality of public debate in the long-term?

• What are the biggest obstacles to digital education 
and the dissemination of reliable information in 
smaller towns in Poland and Germany?

• Collaboration: We are looking for German and 
Polish non-governmental organisations working in 
the field of civic education to exchange expertise 
and build a cross-border support network for young 
journalists and activists.
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
